Our beneficiary is “Leake and Watts Services.” They provides Specialized Foster Care in temporary homes for children who are HIV-positive and/or have AIDS, as well as those who are medically fragile (e.g. Spina Bifida, Down’s Syndrome, coronary and hepatic disorders). These children are provided additional medical case management and support services (such as visiting nurse services).
