1) Attend an Open General Meeting (held at 8PM on the 1st Wednesday of each month at The 
Centre, 208 W 13th St)

2) Attend an ECMC Ride or ECMC Event (all rides and events are posted online at 
http://calendar.EmpireCityMC.com) 

3) Ask two members to sponsor your membership application (membership application 
attached) and apply in person at the next meeting.

4) If made a pledge, within six months, participate on three (3) ECMC Official Rides.

Once you are a member of the club, you are expected to attend monthly meetings and participate as
best you can (there are strict minimums for annual participation, as outlined in the by-laws).  We are
a real motorcycle club and have high standards of all our members – we’d love to meet you and get 
to know more about you!  Our next event will be the NYC Pride March.  Are you interested in riding 
with us at that event on Sunday, 26 June?  If so, let me know and I’ll forward additional information.
